Songs in the Key of Children (Workshop)

“When a child is presented a new song, the first questions asked are, ‘What do I get to do? What’s my part? How do I fit into this song?’” says Vincent.   “Being ‘a good (passive) audience’ has its place, but it isn’t a child’s priority. Children are looking for ways to participate and engage in a substantive way.”

In this workshop, educators, even those without musical training or ability, will learn how to identify songs that connect with early learners (i.e. songs in the key of children). They will analyze song structures which work in an early childhood environment, including Zipper Songs, Echo Songs, Mantras, Sequence Songs and Building-block Songs. 


Vincent introduces his interactive songs with age-appropriate activities and fundamental movement skills, so attendees will gain confidence in their abilities to use music to enhance curriculum content (including early literacy and numeracy, senses, body parts, colors), teach shared community values (including gender equity, cultural diversity, environmental awareness and volunteerism), and invite children to be creative (including storytelling and anticipation of outcomes).
